DAY 1, SATURDAY, JUNE 14

ò Dennis Martin, 7 years old, was last seen at 4:30 p.m. in the Spence Field area on the

Appalachian Trail. Initial information:

ò Last seen wearing a red T-shirt, short green trousers, and low cut oxford shoes with a simple heel.

ò He was a quiet boy and would not normally call out, but he would respond to his name being called, 

even by strangers.

ò He was in a special education group at school, his mental age was a half year behind his 

chronological age.

ò Dennis, his nine-year-old brother, and two other unrelated boys had been playing near the Spence 

Field area. This area consists of:

é Two shelters.

é The Appalachian Trail runs east and west through Spence Field.

é Two trails and one jeep road lead from Spence Field to other destinations.

ò His father later stated he began calling and looking for Dennis 3-5 minutes after he last saw him.

ò Some of the trails were quickly checked out by the father and grandfather.

ò The grandfather hiked out to report Dennis missing, arriving at the Cades Cove Ranger Station about 

8:30 p.m.
